Kokiri Marae doing the best for their
community

In this newsletter we highlight the hard work of the Maori
Néku Enei Tamariki team (NET) based at Kokiri Marae and
their help in assisting wahine hapa (pregnant women) in the
Lower Hutt area to participate in the E Moe Mama study.

What is Naku Enei Tamariki?

Naku Enei Tamariki (NET) is a proactive intensive early
intervention home visiting support service for young parents
and their pépe in stressful circumstances. NET operates
three cultural units — Maori, Pacific Island and Pakeha. The
Maori Section of NET has been based at Kokiri Marae in
Seaview since its inception in 1993.

What specifically does the Maori NET do?
The NET Maori Section facilitates the following programmes:

e Early Intervention (nurture, enjoy, teach) is an
intensive long-term home visiting programme based
on the principle that the first years of a child's life
are most important.

e Parents as First Teachers (PAFT) is a three year home
visiting education programme targeted at babies
from 0-3 yrs old. PAFT is based on the philosophy
that parents are the first and most important
teacher of their tamariki, and offers support and
guidance to parents in this role.

e Family Start is an early intervention programme that
works with whanau in need of support around the
time of the child's birth. A whanau worker assists in
building strengths within whanau to ensure their
tamariki have the best possible start in life.

e Haakuitanga Haakorotanga Parenting Programme Is
a Maori parenting skills programme that gives Maori
parents understanding of, and learning in, effective
parenting skills.

So how is the Maori NET team helping with the E Moe
Mama study?

The Maori NET team is based at Kokiri Marae in Seaview and
works largely with whanau living in the Lower Hutt,
Wainuiomata and Upper Hutt region. The Maori NET team
are encouraging wahine hapl in their community to take
part in the study to learn more about how sleep changes
affect them during and after pregnancy. The Maori NET team
are also actively handing out information packs and assisting
women to fill in the consent form or first questionnaire if
needed. They are also handing out poster fliers and have put
up copies of our newsletter in sites around their community.
